Each participating child gets a logbook, to
track their reading progress (with weekly stickers for
completion!) and bookmarks. We will be running a series
of weekly challenges for kids - and parents - to try.

Wacky Wednesdays Summer Activities - starting 3rd
July, our summer program for kids will be on Wednesday
afternoons this year. Games, activities, learning, and lots of
fun! Kids aged 5-8 are welcome to join us from 1-2pm;
kids aged 8-13 from 3-4pm. Speak to a member of staff for
more info. We have three special science workshops this
year offered by 'Scientists in School' on 17th July, 7
August and 17 August - places are limited for these
workshops, and children must be registered to attend. All
materials will be provided free of charge. There will be
one combined session in these weeks for children of all
ages, from 1-2pm (no 3-4pm session). Drop in at the
library for details of these workshops, check our website,
or call us.
