Number, now called FWID (Fish and Wildlife Identification),

we use that to sell you a fishing license now.
The old angler numbers are obsolete.

Now you can buy a fishing and hunting license in one transaction!
If you do not have a FWID, we can create one for you!

Just bring in 2 pieces of ID, preferably at least 1 with a picture.
This process does take a bit of time, but not very long.
